(hereinafter referred to as the „Buyer“)
The Seller and the Buyer hereinafter jointly referred to as the “Contracting Parties”
1.3. The Contracting Parties conclude this Purchase Contract pursuant to Section 409 et seq. of the Commercial Code (hereinafter referred to as the "Contract"). 
2. SUBJECT OF THE CONTRACT
2.1. For the purposes of this Contract, “Subject of Purchase“ shall mean the supply of the equipment pursuant to Annexes 1 and 2.
2.2. The Subject of this Contract is  
2.2.1. the Seller's obligation to transfer, in return for full payment of the price indicated in Article 4.1, the right of ownership to the Subject of Purchase to the Buyer as defined in Article 2.1 of this Contract, and 
2.2.2. the Buyer's obligation to take over transferred Subject of Purchase and pay the purchase price as indicated in Article 4.1. 
2.3. The Seller transfers the Subject of Purchase to the exclusive ownership of the Buyer as a whole. 
3. SUPPLY OF THE SUBJECT OF PURCHASE
3.1. The Seller shall deliver the Subject of Purchase to the Buyer within 5 months from the receipt of 20% down payment of the price by the Seller following the Buyer's unilateral written order to proceed (the “Notice to Proceed”). The Contracting Parties have agreed that the Buyer has the right to order supply of the Subject of Purchase also partially: in such event the Buyer shall indicate in the Notice to Proceed the exact description of the item/s and the relevant price   according to what indicated in the Annex 2 to the Contract.
4. PRICE
4.1. The Purchase price for the Subject of Purchase was agreed by the Contracting Parties in the total amount of

The prices of individual items of the Subject of the Contract are specified in Annex No. 2
4.2. The purchase price shall be paid as follows:
4.2.1. 20% down payment within 15 days from the Buyer's Notice to proceed. 
4.2.2. 80 % within 15 days from the Seller’s written notice of machines ready for delivery to be sent by e-mail to the address <pbe@tytex.sk, ddz@tytex.sk>  and in any case before the delivery of the part of the Subject of Purchase for which the down payment has been paid by the Buyer.
All payments shall be made by bank transfer to the bank account of the Seller (in point 1.1.).
5. FINAL PROVISIONS
5.1. The Seller acknowledges that the Subject of Purchase is the subject of an application for a non-repayable financial aid from the Operational Program Research and Innovation. Therefore, the Seller undertakes in the event of a subsequent conclusion of the Contract for the provision of a non-repayable financial aid between the Buyer as the final recipient of the aid and the aid provider (hereinafter referred to as the Non-repayable Financial Aid Contract) to endure the performance of the control/audit related to the Subject of Purchase at any time during the validity and effect of the Contract for the provision of Non-repayable Financial Aid by authorized persons to perform this control / audit and to provide them with all necessary cooperation. Authorized persons for the performance of control / audit are persons who, as the authorized persons for this activity, are listed in the regulations governing the application and granting of a non-repayable financial aid and in the Non-repayable Financial Aid Contract.
5.2. Relations between the Contracting Parties arising from this Contract but not expressly regulated by it are subject to the relevant provisions of the Commercial Code. 

5.3. Amendments to the contents of the Contract shall be agreed between the Seller and the Buyer only in writing.
5.4. The Contract shall enter into force and effect upon its signature by both Contracting Parties. 
5.5. The Seller acknowledges that is obliged to register in the Register of Public Sector Partners pursuant to Act No. 315/2016 Coll. on the Register of Public Sector Partners, given that under this Contract it receives funds from the state budget or supplies goods to a person who receives funds from the state budget (to the Buyer), as the Buyer finances the Subject of the Contract from EU funds. The Seller declares that, in connection with this Contract, is registered in the Register of Public Sector Partners pursuant to Act no. 315/2016 Coll. on the Register of Public Sector Partners, and undertakes to be registered in that register throughout the term of the non-repayable financial aid contract, under which the Buyer receives a contribution to finance the supply (goods) provided under this Contract, but at least for a period of 5 years from the signature of this Contract.
In case of breach of obligation to register in the Register of Public Sector Partners for at least 5years from the signature of this Contract, the Seller shall be obliged to pay the Buyer a contractual penalty amounting to the entire amount of the damage which the Buyer will have to bear in connection with the breach of the Seller's obligation to register in the said register (especially penalties, fines, obligation to repay, etc.).

The contractual penalty shall not affect the Buyer's right to claim damages in full against the Seller, including damages exceeding the amount of the contractual penalty.
The Seller is liable (i) for the Subject of Purchase construction, installation and commissioning in compliance with this Contract (ii) to comply with CE regulations; and (iii) to perform all activities as set forth in this Contract.
Any other or further claims, rights and remedies of the Buyer against the Seller that are not expressly stipulated in this Contract shall be excluded, irrespective of the legal theory they are based on (e.g. in contract or tort or under warranty). In particular, the Seller shall in no event be liable for special, incidental, indirect and/or consequential damages, loss of profit, loss of use, business interruption, loss of interest, capital cost, increased operating cost, loss of information and data and damages also based on claims by other contractual partners of the Buyer. Seller shall not be liable for any amounts otherwise covered by applicable insurance proceeds payable to Buyer.

 Any and all damages caused by Force Majeure as well as by the Buyer or any third person are excluded from the Seller’s liability.

Any and all liability of the Seller under the Agreement shall cease with the expiry of the Warranty Period.
5.6. The Contracting Parties declare that they have read the Contract properly, understand its content and sign it as a sign of consent. 
5.7. The Contract is made in two counterparts, one for each Contracting Party.
